Fully turn the cap to the right to
extend the blade tip to its maximum.

After referring to the table above, set the

blade extension to the indicated setting.

* |f the material is not cut cleanly, even
after adjusting the setting, increase the
setting in increments of 0.5. If material
is cut after increasing the setting by
more than 0.5, too much of the blade
may be extended, causing it to break.
If the blade breaks, it may no longer be
able to cut.

Before attaching the
material to the mat, use a
corner of the adhesive side
of the mat to test attaching

* Use the low tack adhesivelthat with copy paper and
smooth paper.
Since the standard mat has a high adhesive strength,
materials may remain stuck to the mat, causing the
mat to become unusable.

Peel off the protective sheet.

* Do not discard the protective sheet
peeled off the mat.

* In order to maintain the adhesive
strength, attach the protective sheet to
the adhesive side of the mat after use.

Cleaning the Holder

Clean the holder after every use.
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Twist off the holder cap to
remove it.
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Using a commercially
available brush, clean off
cuttings, lint and dust.
* Do not touch the blade.

Cleaning the Scanner Glass

If the image, design, or photograph does not scan properly to create cut data, clean the scanner glass.

Turn off the machine and store away the operation panel.
While pushing in the tab at the bottom of the machine, pull up
on the cover.

Dampen a soft lint-free cloth with water and firmly wring it out,
and then wipe the scanner glass at the inside on the bottom of
the machine.

Fit the tab on the cover into the notch of the installation slot,
and then attach the cover to the machine.
* After cleaning, perform a test scan.
